& Written between A.D. 70 and 100 by John (the
disciple whom Jesus loved) John 21:7,20 / John
20:2 / *John 19:26

& Written to prove that Jesus is the ‘Christ’, the
Son of the living God

@ And written with a view to further develop the
spiritual life of the Church (John 20:30-31)

John was among the twelve men who were
selected to be apostles (Luke 6:12-16)

John was the only disciple to follow the Lord to His
judgment (John 18:15)

John became one of the *pillars’ of the early church
(Gal.2:9)

John was exiled to the island of Patmos (Rev.1:9)
John’s writings were written nearly a generation
after all the other writings of the New Testament

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Key Word: believe

Thought: “believe that Jesus is the Son of
God”

Theme: Those who place their faith in the
Son of God have eternal life —

Those who reject Him are under the
condemnation of God (*John 3:36/ 5:24-
29/ 10:27-29)

Pluck = greek word ‘harpazo’ ; to strip, spoil,
snatch, literally to seize upon with force, to rob ;
differing from stealing secretly, an open act of
violence in contrast to cunning and secretive
thieving (Rev.20:1-3,7-8,10-15)
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
